The Producer:
It can be argued that Barbaresco has been put on the map in the last 30 
years by the wines of Angelo Gaja. The sheer consistency of quality of Gaja 
wines and Barbaresco in particular, is impressive, regularly achieving marks over 
90 for the last two decades. Part of its success is down to the complexity and 
nuance of the wine, which is due to the fact that it comes from 14 different sites 
in the Barbaresco district all with their own character to add to the final blend.
